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In the years past PAC has made 

supplemental payments to the Me-

morial Fund in order to help main-

tain the memorial and grounds. 

Members of the Executive Board 

met with Chief Skip Thomas to 

discuss providing additional funding 

and maintenance as this is hallowed 

ground and deserves the ultimate 

of care.   

President Mecozzi assigned Vice 

President Craig Davis as a chair 

member to the Memorial Commit-

tee.  He will work directly with the 

Memorial Committee to assist in 

maintaining our Connecticut Law 

Enforcement Officer’s Memorial.   

We are in the process of streamlining the injury claim reporting 

process.  Please click the links to download the new forms.  The 

forms can then be emailed to claims@ctpac.org.  You will no 

longer need to mail the hard copy and may keep these for your 

records.    

In order to be eligible for these 

benefits the officer must be an ac-

tive member with the Police Asso-

ciation of Connecticut at the time 

of death.    

The Executive Board is currently 

reviewing the current death bene-

fits that are offered to members 

that are killed in the line of duty.  

The benefit provides $15,000 as a 

one time payment and can include 

death by heart disease or hyperten-

sion.  This benefit also provides a 

$70 per week payment to each 

dependants child up to the age of 

18.
