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Connecticul Legislative Update

2020 was a very difficult year for the law en-
forcement community nationwide. The Coun-
try saw civil unrest escalate to levels and a
duration, not seen since the 1960’s. The envi-
ronment was relentlessly driven by social and
mass media outlets, resulting in many “Police
Reform” or “Anti-Police” laws being enacted
across the nation. Here in Connecticut,
sweeping legislation was passed, during a two-
week special session in July of 2020, which had
enormous negative impacts to policing in our
State.

After the passage of the “Public Act 20-1”, the
Police Association of Connecticut realized that
our organization and the many active-duty and
retired law enforcement officers that we rep-
resent, needed to have our voices heard in
Hartford. To that end, we have restructured
our operational model in order to focus our
efforts on a more proactive model of stopping
harmful legislation in addition to insuring that
our members and their families who are in-
jured, receive the benefits they deserve.

The Legislative Committee hired the firm of
Powers, Griffin & Hill to act as our lobbyists in
Hartford, to help us insure that the voices of

The implementation date of
the use of force portion of the legislation,
which was also scheduled to become ef-
fective on April I, 2021 was pushed back
to an implementation date of July 1, 2022.
